I would like not to tell you about how I ended up being a domestic violence victim, but 
how I became a survivor because of the help of Jaden’s Ladder. I was accepted into this 
program in May of 2010 and have almost made my first year of completion. At first,  
I was scared and unsure of how this program would be for my daughter and me.  
I immediately found out at the first meeting that everyone there was so caring,  
understanding and strong, and right away I felt a huge weight lifted off my shoulders. 
My daughter got along great with Becca and the other children in the program, which 
helped me feel at ease. As time has passed, I have felt nothing but support and positivity 
from the Jaden’s Ladder team and the other survivors in the program.

By doing 
this, you push yourself constantly and keep moving forward to bettering yourself  
and your children. I feel so grateful and blessed to be in a program like this and to 
know that there are people that you can count on and include into your family, even 
after you graduate the program. To see all of the people who help and back up this 
organization is amazing and I could not tell you enough how wonderful it is that you 
take time out of your day to help us get our lives back. I am so grateful to be able to 
smile again, feel safe and know that my daughter is feeling the same way as well.
